SUBJECT: DOT FUNDS AVAILABLE FOR SUPPORTIVE SERVICES

This GIM is to inform the Local Workforce Boards that transportation supportive services
are available to WIA participants. These funds must be used by June 3{}”‘, 2006 for WIA
participants and must not be duplicative of other WIA or TANF transportation supportive
services, The NMDOT Sub-Recipient(s)/Service Providers are attached.

The New Mexico Department of Transportation (NMDOT) is continuing the administration of
the Federal Transit Administration (FTA) Section 3037 Job Access Reverse Commute (JARC)
transit service grant. The amount of this portion of the special state-wide Joint Powers
Agreement is $200,000.00 dollars.

Geographic Areas to be Served are: San Miguel, McKinley, Cibola (Pueblo of Zuni), Colfax,
Rio Arriba, Mora, San Juan (Navajo Nation), Taos, Santa Fe, Torrance, Bemalillo, V alencia, De
Baca, Guadalupe, Quay, Chaves, Eddy, Lincoln, Otero, Curry, Socorro, Sierra, Dona Ana. Luna
and Hidalgo counties.

The Sub-Recipient (s)/Service Providers will enable WIA participants to meet required work
activities, and participate in related support service programs. They will provide for a fixed
route bus/van service (where available), provide for a demand-response bus/van service at no
cost or no cap per WIA participant.



These services must be flexible to allow participants to ride to and from home, work, school,
childcare, One-Stop Career Center, and other support services such as strengthening families
programs, domestic violence services, and substance abuse programs.

OWTD will give adequate notification to the Local Workforce Boards of this program’s
termination if it is other than June 30", 2006.

To refer clients, One-Stop Providers need to complete the referral form attached for any WIA
eligible clients. This form is then faxed to the service provider closest to the service area
using the Service Provider list attached. The transit system will contact the client to come
into the office of the transit provider (if possible), or over the phone obtains complete
directions to the individual’s residence or pick up point and destination. The transit provider
prepares a "rider eligibility card" for the new client, and the clients shows that card to the bus
driver upon boarding. The driver records the ride(s) and that information is fed into DOT
CRRAFT at the transit office. A copy of the referral form must be kept in the client’s file
for monitoring purposes. Referrals will be cross checked with reports that will be
generated by NMDOT’s CRRAFT reporting system.
