As you know, “New Mexico Workforce Connection™ has been approved as the brand name to ensure
recognition of the Workforce System one-stop sites in New Mexico. With this in mind, please adhere
to the following logo usage guidelines.

Official Name

In order to firmly establish Workforce Connection as a statewide, integrated system, we’ve developed
the following naming guidelines, recognizing that each local Workforce Connection has a unique
identity and some areas may even have multiple Workforce Connection sites.

+ Each site will carry the designation New Mexico Workforce Connection as an element of the
official title.

e Each site may carry a unique local geographic designation to distinguish them from other
Workforce Connection sites in the Workforce Investment Area. The local designation should
follow the New Mexico Workforce Connection name. (Example: New Mexico Workforce

Connection Northern Area) or (New Mexico Workforce Connection Valencia County).
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e Unique local designations will be established with the concurrence of the local Workforce
Development Board (LWDB) and notification provided to the OWTD via the consistent use of
the name in the One-Stop Guide or Local Area Plan or similar documents. Acceptable
derivation of the official name for informal use can be Workforce Connection or New Mexico

Workforce Connection followed by the unique local designation.

e In the Local Workforce Investment Areas where there is more than one site per county, then the
local designation may include the county name and the specific locale. (Example: New Mexico

Workforce Connection Valencia County at Belen).

o Graphically, logos with local designation should be consistent with the examples below,

following these guidelines:

- Local designation must be in all CAPS (Times New Roman)

- Font: Times New Roman (plain or Roman; no bold, italic, underline, etc)

- Local designation must be proportionate to example below,

smaller in font size than the “Workforce Connection™ above yellow line

- Local designation name must be in Turquoise

- Last letter in local designation must align with end of yellow line, flush right
